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Background of ORC 3311.242
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Å Allows residents to legally transfer their property to another school district

Å Properties must be in Townships

Å Some residents of five townships have signed petitions to leave BGCSD 

Å These residents may join one of five surrounding school districts

Å Only these residents will vote on the right to move on August 4, 2020



Concerns
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Å The residents that qualify to transfer to other districts pay taxes to BGCSD

Å BGCSD uses those taxes to operate the schools and provide facilities 

Å If the properties transfer BGCSD will lose those tax dollars

Å The loss of those tax dollars may pose a financial hardship on BGCSD

Å This financial hardship would need to be paid for by the remaining residents



Concerns
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Å There are 1,025 registered voters eligible to approve the transfer

Å Law requires a 50% plus 1 vote to approve the ballot request

Å Based on the number of voters, only 513 votes are needed to pass

Å If passed, there will be more than 10,000 remaining taxpayers impacted 

Å These remaining residents have NO legal voice in this process



Concerns
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Å The passage of the transfer to other districts will cost BGCSD*:

Å $2,000,000 in property taxes

Å $675,000 in pipeline taxes

Å $260,000 in income taxes

Å $2,935,000 per year in revenue used to support BGCSD

Å A tax increase from the remaining taxpayers would be needed to offset loss

Å This would equate to approximately 4.50 mills for a new property tax

Å For the median home value of $162,900 it would cost $256.57 per year

*Estimated



Conclusions
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Å Passage of the property transfer will have a significant financial impact

Å BGCSD could lose nearly $3 million per year 

Å This loss would need to be made up by the remaining taxpayers

Å As few as 513 voters can impact more than 10,000

Å This situation is simply unwarranted and indefensible
